(i) the submission of Concept Notes, and 
(ii) (ii) applicants with selected Concept Notes will be invited to submit full proposals. 
The NCTFJ is now accepting applications in the form of Concept Notes for projects and programmes that will strengthen and promote environmentally-based community development.  
NCTFJ will fund programmes and projects reflecting the philosophy of environmentally based community development projects, defined as those that:  
· improve the well-being of project participants, 
· enhance participants’ collective capacity to identify, understand, and address problems that they deem to be important,  
· engage participants as community champions and advocates, and 
· focus on environmental conservation activities that are sustainable over time.

1. Thematic focus of this Call for Proposals:
a) Conservation and/or restoration of wetlands 
b) Sustainable farming 
c) Institutional strengthening

2. Who can apply?
[bookmark: _heading=h.tyjcwt]Eligible applicants must satisfy the following criteria:
a) must be a local Community-Based Organization (CBO) such as a community association or community body that is consistent with the purposes of the grant,
b) must be established and registered in Jamaica for at least one (1) year prior to the application date for the Call for Proposal, 
c) the site for the project or programme must be within a community located in a protected area or area of environmental significance, 
d) must have a designated office or designated address for operations, and a responsible and qualified person within the organization,
e) the project should have at least one person with operational responsibility for the implementation of the project and administration of funds, and
f) must be eligible to open a new bank account, or use an existing bank account that is established in the name of the CBO to receive only NCTFJ funds, and track revenue and expenses during the project period.

a) Receipt. Applicants will receive an email confirming receipt of Concept Note.
b) Screening to determine if the Concept Note is within the theme of the Call and if the application is eligible for funding.
c) Review by the Grant Selection Committee to assess suitability and recommend proposals to be funded.
d) Approval by the NCTFJ Board.
